"The Cage" for "Where No Man Has Gone Before". As a result, the script was rewritten to showcase a NEW captain; James R. (Yes, it's "R"! Look at the the


tombstone in the finale!) Kirk played by William Shatner! When neither of these pilots sold, Roddenberry transferred Kelly & Whitney over to the Star Trek cast


and Horwitz used Hunter as a villain on an episode of Green Hornet. Both 2-color booklets are in prime condition, considering their age. These are a prime piece of


television and Star Trek history and would make great Christmas gifts for a SERIOUS video or Trek aficionado!
